IMannliche Bhiten): ,Sepals and petals white with a faint purplish shade, 
which becomes more pronounced upon fading; the lip is clawed with, 
11 processes, of which 9 are chalky-white, the two inner ones are green 
with ·white points; the slender column is green with a white apex . (Weib­
liche BHiten ) : Flower pale green in all itR parts, except the top of Ia bellum, 
which is ivory white."
