It is decidedly dis· 
tinct by it s very curious glaucous pscudobuTbs, which 
attain z inches in height, and are just obtusangulo. 
tctr:..gonous, The leaves are peti olate oblong acute, 
apparently very thin, nervosc, rather broad, remind­
ing one of those of a Cirrhxa, The flowers arc of a 
very pallid green, the lip white with a purplish middle 
lolle and purplish streaks over the side lobes. It is a 
very delicate flower, and when l\Il, Day se nt me the 
first inflo rescence 1 was not very hopeful to come to 
an unde rstandi ng, since the plan t was not in the posses­
sion of this gentleman. I have, however, bee n 
nssisted in a manner almost unique. 1\1r. Day began
