
Galeandra arundinis Garay & G.A. Romero, sp. nov. 

mE: COSTA RICA. Alajuela: San Carlos, Guatuso, collected by 
Carlos Cambronero, August 1997, flowered in cultivation at the 
Lankester Botanical Garden, 12 October 2000, "Epifita. Vainas 
foliares can puntas marron oscuro; linea de absicion can 
franja del mismo color. Raquis de la inflarescencia marron 
oscuro, pedicelo y ovario verde. Sepalos y petalos cafe par 
fuera, marron par dentro. Labelo marado claro, la garganta 
blanca can 3 quillas amarillas par dentro , par fuera rosado en 
la mitad distal, cafe oscuro can lineas longitudinales amarillen­
tas en la mitad proximal (nectario). Columna blanca, antera 
amarillenta, can una proyeccion apical negra" , sub Mario 
Blanco 1639 (holotype: US]). 

Herba epiphytica, usque ad 40 em alta; eaulibus arundinis, eylindraeeis, 
foliates; foliis vaginantibus, lineari-laneeolatis, aeuto-aeuminatis, basin 
articulatis, 20 em longis, 2.5 em latis; vaginis eaulem-ampleetentibus, 
adpresis punetatis; infloreseentiis terminalibus, areuatis, paucifloribus; 
peduneulo distante-vaginato 12 em longo; raehide brevi, fraetiflexo, 
laxifloro; braeteis lineari-laneeolatis, pedicellis brevioribus; floribus 
apertis, pulcherrimis; sepalis petalisque roseo-bruneis, labello roseo­
magento, intus pallidiori; sepalis petalisque subereetis, inter se similli­
mis, lineari-laneeolatis, aeutis, 22 mm longis, 6 mm latis; labello infun­
dibuliformi, eurnucopiam imitanti, explanato subrhombeo, antice exei­
so, margine plus minus undulato, basin calcar subereeto, lineari-filifor­
mi produeto; disco basin bicarinato, earinis apicem versus deeurrenti­
bus; lamina 3.4 em longa, 4.5 em lata, calcar 2.7 em longa; columna a 
latere viso, subclavata, paulo-areuata, antice ad basim breviter pube­
seenti, utrinque macula distineta ornata, 1 em longa; clinandrio margi­
nato, aeute-triangulo, rostrato, dorsaliter leviter reeurvo; rostello valde 
produeto, anthera ovoidea, valde rostrata cum tubereulo atro ornata; 
polliniis duis, distinete stipitatis; ovariis anguste eylindraeeis, pedicella­
tis, pedicellis inclusis 1 em longis. 

DERNATION OF NAME: from the Latin Arundo, reed, cane, in refe­
rence to the cane-like pseudobulbs. 

DISTRIBUTION: Costa Rica and most likely Panama and 
Nicaragua. 

ECOLOGY: epiphyte in lowland rain farest.
